	These should be plain black, polishable leather with no buckles, sling backs or open toes and preferably not ballet style as they are not durable..  The sole should be no more than 1cm in depth and the heel should not exceed 4cm in height measured from back of shoe. 

	College Bag
	Strong enough to carry books and equipment

	Make up is not allowed with College uniform.

Jewellery must be kept to a minimum as it can be dangerous for certain activities and we cannot take responsibility for valuable items.  Girls may wear small, plain stud earrings, one in each ear lobe.  No other piercings or tattoos are permitted.  The only other items of visible jewellery permitted are a watch on the wrist and a small plain ring worn on a finger.
Hairstyles should be tidy and avoid any extremes of fashion or colour.  Long hair (below shoulder length) must be tied back with a navy or black hair band when students are in uniform.  Further guidance regarding acceptable hairstyles is available upon request.

It is essential for all UNIFORM, SPORTS KIT, towels and net bags to be clearly marked with the boarder’s name (both surname and first name please), preferably by using sewn-in name tapes.  These provide the most secure and enduring method of ensuring that clothes are returned to boarders after they have been laundered or if they have been mislaid.
It is also advisable for items such as laptops, phones, watches, etc. to be named in the most appropriate way.

Further information

· The College requires that students maintain a smart and clean appearance at all times.  Only standard uniform items and footwear should be worn during the College day


· Casual clothes, which may be worn during boarding time, should avoid extremes of fashion.  Due to space restrictions, the number of items should be kept to a minimum.

· The boarding House provides an excellent laundry service but items requiring dry cleaning, such as suits or coats, should be either taken home or to a dry cleaning service in the local town.


· A chargeable alteration/repair service is available via the College Uniform Shop.

· All bed linen, duvets and pillows are provided by the College but, if they wish, boarders may bring their own named duvet covers and pillow cases.

· Unfortunately, large electrical items, such as televisions, desktop computers, heaters, toasters, coffee machines, kettles, etc. are not allowed to be brought into College.
· Parents are advised to insure their daughter’s property whilst at College.
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
