Effective for the 2011/12 Academic Year

1. The Governors reserve the right to alter the fees upon giving a term’s notice.

 2. Those accepting a place on a course accept full responsibility for the payment of fees. 

3.  No allowance is made for any cases of absence. These include cases where local or central government require 
the temporary closure of the College on health grounds e.g. in a flu pandemic. 

4.  Where the College withdraws a place for reasons of disruption or the student withdraws him/herself, fees 
continue to be due for the rest of the term. 

5 The fees for the 10 week course are payable in advance by cheque, banker’s draft or credit card. 

6  Payment of fees must be made prior to the start of term. Payment methods are detailed on the application 
form. A receipt will be issued which should be presented at the first lesson as proof of payment.  Please avoid 
payment by cash where possible due to potential security issues.

7  In signing these Terms and Conditions, you become liable for the payment of the course fees and all future 
fees/financial payments. These Terms and Conditions will be superseded by any future Terms and Conditions 
that are sent to students subject to a term’s notice. However, any new Terms and Conditions will not be 
applied retrospectively.
