Like many visitors before them, they were delighted with
the purposeful, friendly atmosphere at Hockerill, and were
impressed with the quality and sheer amount of work which
administration, staff and students have put in to making
the ideals of the MYP come to life. We will find out after
Christmas if the IBO will give us the authorised status we
seek, but the visitors’ feedback to the Senior Leadership was
very positive and enthusiastic. In the meantime, there is still
a lot of new development in the pipeline. We look forward
to telling you more about our progress in the New Year.

Hockerill Language College
in the Community

e believe here at Hockerill that language learning is not simply an

academic subject but one that also helps to break down walls. With

College staff out teaching French in local primaries, the reception

area filled most afternoons with excited primary children from all
over the county waiting for their lessons in Italian Japanese Spanish French and
German and colleagues from Rwanda in College teaching our students for two
weeks, the walls have seemed very thin indeed recently.

Thierry Lawson who many of you will have heard about runs eagerly awaited
workshops for our partner schools nearby paid for out of Language College funds.
He is an enormous hit with the children and he makes language learning fun and
friendly. He has combined his talents as an actor and director with the teaching
techniques that he has learned here at Hockerill to great effect. He has recently
given bilingual workshops with Mike Ullmann at Burnt Mill school in Harlow, and
has used the experience he has gained in doing so back in Togo, where he is from,
to teach disadvantaged children who benefit from a charity that he has set up.

Alphonse, Mediatrice and Christophe brought with them their experience of life
and education in Rwanda. They have been working with our students on a project
funded by the British Council on the similarities and differences in everyday life
and culture in both communities, and have taken the information and experiences
back to Rwanda with them. These exchanges of information are invaluable in
bringing to life lessons for children in both countries.

It is perhaps understandable if at times we take our trips and exchanges
programme for granted. The journeys take place term after term and have
provided a window on the world for thousands of our students over a period of
15 years. Today for example, a student in year 12 has the opportunity to travel to
France, Spain, Italy or Germany to do work experience. They can do humanitarian
work in Rwanda or, from this year, participate in a Dance and Drama based trip
to Tamil Nadu in India. There can be no doubting the personal enrichment and
breadth that such a programme provides.

We are very proud of our students and the very impressive results that they
achieve, but we are even more proud of their attitude to, and awareness of the
local and global community outside our almost transparent walls.

n 10 November | took four able mathematicians from year 12 and

13, Michael Tse, Klara Lai, Alvaro and Tommy Siu by train to the
Centre of Mathematical Sciences at Cambridge University for a Team
Challenge organised by the UKMT (UK Mathematics Trust). We walked

through Cambridge admiring the
ancient Colleges. We saw the new
Chronophage Corpus Clock on the
Corpus Christi Library as well as the
Senate House and the Trinity Bridge
over the river Cam. Then we continued
past the famous University Library to
reach the venue, where 23 schools were
gathering for an evening of maths.

Subsequent
events involved splitting the team into
two pairs. They undertook an exercise
called Cross Number where one pair
had the Across clues while the other
pair only had the Down clues. This was

quite hard! Finally there was the Mini-Relay in which each pair needed the answer
from the other pair to solve the next problem. If one answer was wrong, it made
everything wrong!

My favourite activity of the two days
was when we made paracetamol. In
groups of two we were given a list

of instructions that we had to follow
carefully, and allowed two hours to
try to complete the task. We had a
finite amount of ‘ingredients’ so there
was no room for error. We had to

be precise with the measurements
otherwise we would ruin the entire
experiment. However, with some
good cooperation and use of the
equipment (most of which | had
never used before), we were able to
complete the task and test the result.
It was my first taste of pharmaceutical
chemistry, and | enjoyed working in the
lab environment with the professional
equipment and university students.

The two days were extremely
enjoyable, and gave me an invaluable
insight into the real world of chemistry.
